BUDAPEST — EGER - (TOKAJ) - SAROSPATAK
(7 days) (min. 15 participants)

1st day: Arrival at Budapest, check-in at hotel. Afternoon visit to cellars in Budafok,
information about the Hungarian wines, walk in the cellar, wine-tasting with snacks
(cheese and scones) at the Jubilee Giant Barrel. Dinner in "Borkatakomba"
restaurant with folklore show.

2nd day: After breakfast halfday sightseeing tour in Budapest, visiting famous sights:
Heroes Square, Andrassy ut with the Opera House, St.Stephen's Basilica,
Parliament, Castle District with the Castle of Buda, Matthias Church Visit to House of
Royal Wines and Cellar Museum. An underground heaven: a 1400 square meter
network of corridors, seven hundred year old cellar branches, underground wells,
historical interiors, a permanent exhibition introducing Hungary’'s wine and drink
culture, wine tasting and other events await you in Hungary’s only Renaissance cellar
museum. Afternoon free. Medieval dinner in a knight restaurant "Sir Lancelot".

3rd day: After breakfast departure for Northern Hungary. First stop at Gyongyoés, the
centre of Méatra wine region, short city tour (Roman and Gothic architecture, "peasant
baroque" buildings). It is the place where the sun and the mountain touch. Beautiful,
ancient presshouses, wine cellars await the guests, wine-tasting with snacks. Travel
to Eger, famous from its history, baroque architecture, bath-culture and world famous
top quality wines. Check-in at hotel in Eger. Sightseeing tour in Eger, Basilica,
Turkish minaret and the fortress. Dinner in a traditional wine-cellar, election of "wine-
general”.




4th day: Excursion to Szilvasvéarad, visiting the famous horse stud "Lipicai”, then
take the small forest train to Szalajka Valley, trout-grill in the forest (guests can grill
their trout on open-fire, served with salads and fruits). Walking back to coach parking
through the forest. Rest of the day is free, overnight in Eger.

5th day: After breakfast departure for Tokaj, the oldest and most famous wine region
of Hungary. Visit to Tokaj Disznéké Wineyard and wine-factory, tasting of wines of
Tokaj, lunch in Sargaborhdz Restaurant. Short walking tour in Tokaj, river-cruise.
Overnight in Sarospatak.

6th day: Morning visit of Sarospatak, Rakoczi Castle Museum, Reformed College.
Afternoon departure for Budapest, farewell dinner with gipsy music in a typical
Hungarian restaurant. Overnight in Budapest.

7th day: After breakfast transfer to the airport and departure.
